	I am an Environmental chemist interested in the impacts, fate and behaviour of persistent organic pollutants (POPs), pesticides and antibiotics in soil. 

Microbial response to these substrates dictates the possibility for their biodegradation and therefore governs their persistence. Understanding these responses and how they relate to the physical and chemical properties of contaminates and soils is of interests to me as they provide a mechanistic insight into contaminant fate processes. 
Of course many of these chemicals may interact with soil microbes in a way detrimental to biogeochemical cycling (e.g. C-, N-, P- and S-cycles). Again consideration of chemical/soil/microbe interactions is of relevance. 
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
