	My research interests are in the control of plant diseases, especially in crop plants. I am co-ordinator for the ‘biotic cluster’, which aims to take advances in fundamental research and develop them for application in industry and the wider community. The main focus currently is on basal plant resistance, which is potentially broad spectrum and durable. Advances in understanding this have been made in model plants, and this could potentially be applied to cereals and other crops.
I would be interested in investigating the impact of climate change of disease resistance responses.
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
