	Originally working with the BBSRC Nitrogen Fixation Laboratory I have had a long term interest in the nitrogen cycle and, in addition, the carbon and hydrogen cycles. I have an established  international reputation in the field of bioinorganic chemistry; especially the synthesis and characterisation of chemical models of the metal containing active sites of environmentally important enzymes such as the nitrogenases, hydrogenases, carbon monoxide dehydrogenase and acetyl-CoA synthase. Although not currently active in this area of research (my focus is now on bionanotechnology) my experience and expertise may well be of value to ELSA.
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
