My research focuses mainly on modelling the evolution and ecology of microbial ecosystems. I am interested in how the adaptation of organisms shapes, and is shaped by, their environment. Current work is looking at the evolution of environmental regulation by microbial communities, marine microbial biogeochemistry, and feedbacks between microbial evolution and nutrient cycles. Within ELSA I am interested to compare model microbial communities to laboratory microcosms, especially with respect to regulation and nutrient cycling.
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
