This includes adaptation of particular pathogen species to crop varieties and pesticides but also includes changes in the prevalence of different pathogen species. Climate changes means that changes in pathogen populations, in both respects, may become faster and less predictable. I am interested in knowing what we can and cannot predict about the evolution of crop pathogens.
I am also interested in how the agricultural industry can respond effectively to often unpredictable change in pathogen populations. In particular, I would like to know how well and how quickly plant breeders can develop varieties which are not too susceptible to new disease and new pathogen races.
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
