	Our lab is interested in how plants sense and respond to ambient temperature. We are interested in cloning the molecules that act as thermosensors from the model system Arabidopsis thaliana as well as carrying out screens for temperature sensing mutants in the model crop Brachypodium distachyon. We hope to use modelling approaches to predict how plants will respond to climate change. We are also interested in developing molecular markers to study how wild plants will respond to climate change in the field.
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
