	I am interested in evolution and diversity of metabolic pathways connected with plant nutrition. We identified several interesting gene fusions and new isoforms of enzymes of sulphate assimilation in several diatom and haptophyte species. These new genes are exciting tools to study enzyme structure/function relationship and potentially they may be used to improve plant nutrient use efficiency using GM technology. In addition I am interested in how plant and algal nutrient assimilation contributes to global elemental cycles and in the metabolic regulation of these processes and their interaction with environment.
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
