	My group is involved in research on the model legume, Lotus japonicus. We are concentrating on carbon partitioning and especially carbon flow to the root nodule for use in nitrogen assimilation via biological nitrogen fixation. We have generated numerous mutants in starch metabolism and sucrose breakdown using both forward and reverse genetics (TILLING) and use them to analyse nodule metabolism.
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
